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Previous Comments on PRR
California Department of Water Resources (CDWR) appreciates the opportunity to comment on PRR 1177. CDWR, as a Non-PTO, pays the WAC when using the ISO system rather than TAC.
CDWR requests that CAISO clarify how transmission charge exemption being provided to pump-storage hydro units when pumping (by order of CAISO complying with FERC Order 841) will be applied to CC382 (High Voltage Wheeling Allocation “WAC”) vs. CC372 (High Voltage Access Charge Allocation “TAC”.) 

Reason for Appeal
From CAISO’s Fall 2019 Release Market Simulation settlement statement, ISO charges DWR’s Pumped-Storage Hydro Units - SLUISP_2_UNITS in CC 382 High Voltage Wheeling Allocation. 
Based on an initial review of CAISO’s PRR 1177 and its associated BPM changes, it looks like the transmission charge exemption being provided to pump-storage hydro units when pumping (by order of CAISO complying with FERC Order 841) will not be provided to DWR’s pump-storage hydro units.
It appears that PRR 1177 only modifies the formulas in the ‘PC HVAC Metered Load’ BPM configuration guide - used in CC372 (High Voltage Access Charge Allocation “TAC”) to filter out pump-storage hydro units from being counted as metered load.  DWR does not get charged CC372 but gets charged CC382 (High Voltage Wheeling Allocation “WAC”). Therefore, it appears that the BPMs being modified to exempt pump-storage hydro units from transmission charges are only being made to units that are being charged “TAC”, not “WAC”.  DWR believes it should be both; i.e. pump-storage hydro units should be filtered out from being counted as metered load for “TAC” charge (Cc 372) and “WAC” charge (Cc382). 
FYI, it looks like the ‘PC Wheel Export Quantity’ BPM configuration guide is used in WAC” charge (Cc382) as a similar role of ‘PC HVAC Metered Load’ BPM for “TAC” charge (Cc 372).
It appears that PRR 1177 did not modify the formulas in the ‘PC Wheel Export Quantity’ BPM configuration guide - used in CC382 (High Voltage Wheeling Allocation “WAC”).
